Three themes set the tone of the APR Workshop on Communications 
and Marketing in Bogor, Indonesia:  understanding quality prac-
tices, creating impact and growing membership. Gerakan Pramuka 
hosted forty-five local and overseas participants from 13 countries 
at the scenic town of Bogor.

Participants shared quality practices of their NSOs and thought-pro-
voking sessions were delivered on membership growth challenges, 
how to make Scouting more appealing to young people, creating 
impact through various channels such as social media, digital media 
and Scouting events, developing a communications strategy, and 
handling management crisis.
