
Scout leaders re-emphasize risk management 
 
Managing risk is essential in any organization like Scouting. To 
highlight this, an APR Forum on Risk Management was held on 5-8 
September 2016 at the International Youth Centre in Kuala Lumpur, 
gathering 39 Scout Leaders from seven countries – Brunei Darus-
salam, Cambodia, Scouts of China, India, Pakistan, Philippines, and 
Malaysia.

At this forum, participants focused on re-emphasizing the 
importance and advantages of implementing a risk management  
approach to Scouting, including a review of the guideline on Safe 
from Harm – Child and Youth Protection. Participants are expected 
to share best practices on risk management. 

Maj General (Rtd) Prof Dato’ Dr. Mohd Zin Bidin, National Chief 
Scout Commissioner of Malaysia, graced the opening ceremony. 
As a risk management practitioner, he stressed the importance of 
risk management for young members, which is an integral element 
in all Scouting activities. 

“In developing a proper mentality of Risk Management, we should 
work with the old adage prevention is better than cure”. That is why 
we have to anticipate the safety requirement for our young people, 
which is part and parcel of human safety”, said Dr Mohd Zin Bidin.
