The 41st World Scout Conference

in Baku, Azerbaijan, will go down

in World Scouting history as its
largest yet with representation from
at least 160 National Scout Organ-
izations, which accounts for 90%

of the Member Organizations of the
World Organization of the Scout
Movement (WOSM) worldwide.

The Bronze Wolf Award is bestowed by the World
Scout Committee (WSC) to acknowledge “outstanding
service by an individual to the World Scout Move-
ment”. It is the highest honor that can be given a
volunteer Scout leader in the world. The first recipient
was Lord Baden-Powell.
