It is critical to file a Tour and Activity
plan your unit’s outing. For all “Frequently
Asked Questions” (FAQ), please have a look at

The online tour permit was scheduled to
be eliminated on March 1, 2011. All online Tour
and Activity plans must be filed via: http://
www.myscouting.org/. However, the PDF file
version is still available to print for those who
do not have Internet access or simply prefer
paper over electronic. It simply can be filled
out, saved and emailed.

Note: A PDF version can be found of the
tour and activity plan through the link of

“Frequently Asked Questions” (FAQ) page,
listed above.

Here are some updates on the tour and
activity plan:

• An email notification will be sent to
your council, chartered organization, committee
chair, unit leader, and emergency contact to let
them know that a plan has been submitted. (It is
important to maintain current leadership
information in the system to receive
notification).

Please note this change in the process is
different from the tour permit:

• You can store, retrieve, copy, and reuse
completed tour and activity plans.

•  Functionality allows you to upload files
such as trekking plans and flight plans.

• Unit volunteers who currently have
access to the tour and activity plan will be able
to view and update all plans submitted for their
unit up to the day before the scheduled plan date.

• There will be leader certification of the
plan prior to submission.

• A training video will be available for
unit volunteers, which guides you through the
application process.

• Don’t forget to file your Tour and
Activity plan for your unit’s activities per the
requirements listed in the FAQ page.
• You will find the new tour and activity
plan process easy to navigate and useful. Have
fun and be safe!

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GUIDING PATROL
      Dear troop members,

       This small brochure is Tr. Pham Minh Hùng’s
wonderful idea. With the small piece of paper we would
like to introduce you to a new way of communication
and education among our Troop . With this first page,
we would like to introduce you to a Patrol in Scouting.
The Patrol

The patrol is a group of Scouts who belong to a
troop and who are probably similar in age, development,
and interests. The patrol method allows Scouts to
interact in a small group outside the larger troop context,
working together as a team and sharing the responsibility
of making their patrol a success. A patrol takes pride in
its identity, and the members strive to  make their patrol
the best it can be. Patrols will sometimes join with
other patrols to learn skills and complete advancement
requirements. At other times they will compete against
those same patrols in Scout skills and athletic
competitions.
     The members of each patrol elect one of their own
to serve as patrol leader. The troop determines the
requirements for patrol leaders, such as rank and age.
To give more youths the opportunity to lead, most
troops elect patrol leaders twice a year. Some may have
elections more often.

Patrol size depends upon a troop’s enrollment and
the needs of its members, though an ideal patrol size is
eight Scouts. Patrols with fewer than eight Scouts
should try to recruit new members to get their patrol
size up to the ideal number.

Brief History of the Boy Scout Movement

On January 24, 1908, the Boy Scouts movement began
in England with the publication of the first installment
of Robert Baden-Powell’s Scouting for Boys. The name
Baden-Powell was already well known to many English
boys, and thousands of them eagerly bought up the
handbook. By the end of April, the serialization of
Scouting for Boys was completed, and scores of
impromptu Boy Scout troops had sprung up across
Britain.
     In 1900, Baden-Powell became a national hero in
Britain for his 217-day defense of Mafeking in the South
African War. Soon after, Aids to Scouting, a military
field manual he had written for British soldiers in 1899,
caught on with a younger audience. Boys loved the
lessons on tracking and observation and organized
elaborate games using the book. Hearing this, Baden-
Powell decided to write a nonmilitary field manual for
adolescents that would also emphasize the importance
of morality and good deeds.
    First, however, he decided to try out some of his
ideas on an actual group of boys. On July 25, 1907, he
took a diverse group of 21 adolescents to Brownsea
Island in Dorset where they set up camp for a fortnight.
With the aid of other instructors, he taught the boys
about camping, observation, deduction, woodcraft,
boating, lifesaving, patriotism, and chivalry. Many of
these lessons were learned through inventive games
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that were very popular with the boys. The first Boy
Scout meeting was a great success.
    With the success of Scouting for Boys, Baden-Powell
set up a central Boy Scouts office, which registered
new Scouts and designed a uniform. By the end of
1908, there were 60,000 Boy Scouts, and troops began
springing up in British Commonwealth countries across
the globe. In September 1909, the first national Boy
Scout meeting was held at the Crystal Palace in
London. Ten thousand Scouts showed up, including a
group of uniformed girls who called themselves the
Girl Scouts. In 1910, Baden-Powell organized the Girl
Guides as a separate organization.
     The American version of the Boy Scouts has it
origins in an event that occurred in London in 1909.
Chicago publisher William Boyce was lost in the fog
when a Boy Scout came to his aid. After guiding Boyce
to his destination, the boy refused a tip, explaining that
as a Boy Scout he would not accept payment for doing
a good deed. This anonymous gesture inspired Boyce
to organize several regional U.S. youth organizations,
specifically the Woodcraft Indians and the Sons of
Daniel Boone, into the Boy Scouts of America.
Incorporated on February 8, 1910, the movement soon
spread throughout the country. In 1912, Juliette Gordon
Low founded the Girl Scouts of America in Savannah,
Georgia.
     In 1916, Baden-Powell organized the Wolf Cubs,
which caught on as the Cub Scouts in the United States,
for boys under the age of 11. Four years later, the first
international Boy Scout Jamboree was held in London,
and Baden-Powell was
acclaimed Chief Scout of
the world. He died in 1941.

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Vietnamese American Scout recognized at the BSA
National Annual Meeting

On May 30th, I had an opportunity to

present at the BSA National Annual Meeting “All
Markets” Summit in Orlando, Florida about the
Vietnamese Scouts in the Santa Clara County
Council.

The BSA is currently reaching out to a
broader range of ethnicities and three councils
were selected to share their experiences:
Baltimore, Maryland for African American,
Houston, Texas for Hispanic/ Latino and Santa
Clara, California for Asian American.

At the National Annual Meeting, Tr.
Nguyeãn Taán Ñeä and Tr. Traàn Gia Phuù were part
of the BSA organizers, Tr. Voõ Thaønh Nhaân from
Ban Thöôøng Vuï Hoäi Ñoàng Trung Öông and from
National Capitol Area Council as Board of
Director, Tr. Nicholas Vieät Duy Nguyeãn from
National Vietnamese Scouting Committee.

Tr. Vieät, Tr. Nhaân and I were part of Asian
American Scout leaders’ panel during the
discussion sessions and Tr.Traàn Coâng Hoaøng
(Florida), member at large from National
Vietnamese Scouting Committee also attended.

Today, 38 percent of Scouts in Coyote
Creek district and 12 percent in the Santa Clara
County Council are Vietnamese Americans with
about 34 units and 1100 members. Many other
councils in the country would like to reach out
to the Asian American community, Vietnamese
in particular.

In the presentation, I had a chance to
introduce to about 400 Council Executives,
Presidents and Vice Presidents the “ Lieân Ñoaøn
“ system (system of multiple units). A method of
forming, organizing, recruiting units, and of
retaining members as they move from Cub Scout
to Boy Scout and Venturer. Girl Scout troops were
also mentioned as part of Lien Doan system since
our “Market” or goal is “no child left behind”.
The Girl Scout troop is a must in the Lieân Ñoaøn,
a weekend Scout meeting method that, take place
in the same general area where multiple units

meet and create Scouting activities with weekend
family activities with multiple levels; parent, Cub
Scout, Boy Scout, Venturer and Girl Scout.

In addition, there were two discussion
sessions with a panel of Asian American Scout
leaders to go into details on how to interact with
parents, recruit new Scouts, prospecte Charter
Organizations, promotte culture and language.

The presentation and the discussion
sessions were well received.

It was a great honor for Santa Clara
County Council and Vietnamese American Scout
Association? to be recognized at the BSA
National Annual Meeting.

There was also a meeting between the
representatives from the National Vietnamese
Scouting Committee and from “Ban Thöôøng Vuï
Hoäi Ñoàng Trung Öông” with many positive
results; one notable result, joint effort between
the two organizations is to push for the creation
of new units in Atlanta, Georgia; Portland,
Oregon; Chicago, Illinois and New Orleans,
Louisiana in the next year.
