JAMBOREE COUNCIL EXECUTIVE BOARD VISIT PROGRAM

The 2013 National Jamboree is a great
opportunity for you to show case the ‘best of
Scouting’ to your board. We hope that all of
you can make arrangements to come and visit
sometime during the event.

Our program for the next jamboree is different
than in the past, and so is our experience for
visitors. All visitors, including you and your
board, will travel to our designated visitor
parking area from which you will be transported
to the Summit Center, the heart of The Summit. In
the Summit Center you will all be able to see the
exhibits from both Scouting and sponsors, visit the
Twelve Points flag plaza, shop in our main retail
store and take advantage of our food providers.
In addition you will be able to actually experience
Jjamboree program elements including Brownsea
Island, Boulder Cove (climbing and rappelling),
Challenge Course, Canopy Tour (a series of
zip line and suspension bridges throughout the
tree tops), Skate Board Plaza, Mountain Biking,
Shooting Sports (airsoft rifles and archery), BMX
riding and the Sustainability Tree house. Yes,
all of you are invited to try any or all of those
activities, assuming you are physically able and
meet any physical requirements. We even have
two Zip Line courses that soar over the AT&T
Summit Stadium that you can try.

The Summit Center is where your board will
be able to visit with your council’s jamboree
participants and leaders. You will remember that
at jamborees at Fort AP Hill our program Action
Centers were adjacent to the camping areas and
visitors had to travel out to those areas to see
their Scouts. With our new model at The Summit
that is no longer the case. Program areas are
considerable distances and often challenging
climbs from Summit Center. On several days
during the Jamboree, your Council Scouts will
be out of the area altogether (hiking to Garden
Ground Mountain, participating in a Day of
Service project off site, white water rafting on the
New River). And as part of our efforts to show our
members the importance of being ‘green’ we do

the entire area; our Scouts and Venturers walk/
hike to their program areas. For all these reasons,
as well as for the safety of our visitors, we are
limiting visitor travel to the 100 acre Summit
Center. That said, unlike previous Jamborees,
visitors to the 2013 Jamboree can try activities
alongside the Scouts and Venturers. We will even
have a unit tent set up so they can see exactly what
the Scouts, Venturers and leaders are living in
for the jamboree.

If you plan your trip for a day when parts of your
contingent are going on their all day Jamboree
Trek to the Garden Ground your Scouts and/or
Venturers will be hosted that day by members of
the Order of the Arrow, which means that your
contingent adult leaders will be available to spend
the day with you in the Summit Center. They may
even want to show off their prowess on the Zip
Line, and challenge you to have a try! On days
when they are not on the Trek or offsite for the Day
of Service, all youth participants have elective
times that they can easily spend with your board
in Summit Center. Whatever you plan, with a little
bit of forethought and coordination you will be
able to spend quality time with your council team.
The AT&T Summit Stadium is the site of our big
stadium show on Sunday evening, and visitors that
day are welcome to stay for the show (the fee is
7
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a bit higher for show day). During the afternoon
on Sunday the entire stadium area will be filled
with programs and events all day long, and that
could be another way that your board decides to
visit with your council’s jamboree participants.
Our buses will run continuously all day to and
from the Summit Center and the visitor parking
area so that you can return to your vehicles when
it suits your needs. All visitors are required to
return to their cars when visitor hours end each
day. On arrival all visitors will see a Youth
Protection presentation, and for everyone’s
security all bags may be screened or checked.

Oath and Law for All
BSA Programs

The volunteer-led task forces supporting
the 2011-2015 National Council Strategic Plan’s
Goal 411, after considerable deliberation, have
recommended moving to the use of the Scout Oath
and Law for all BSA programs. This change would
primarily impact Cub Scouts and Venturing.
The recommendation has been reviewed and
endorsed by the national support committee
responsible for program content changes. It has
also been discussed and endorsed by the national
officers of the BSA, and Wayne Perry, National
President has directed that the recommendation
be brought forward to the National Executive
Board at its October 2012 meeting.

The basis for the recommendation is strategic in
nature and is intended to reinforce the connection
between all of our BSA programs and the mission
of the

Boy Scouts of America. Since it is the mission
of the BSA “to prepare young people to make
ethical and moral choices over their lifetimes by
instilling in them the values of the Scout Oath
and Law,” it is the task forces’ judgment that
this goal is best achieved if all programs use the
Scout Oath and Law as their primary statement
of values and ideals.

As the changes might impact Cub Scouts,
consultation with cognitive and child development
specialists and educational practitioners involved
in Scouting supported the reasonability of the
recommendation and did not identify any age-
appropriate difficulties with implementation.
Additionally, research among parents and Cub
Scout leaders was also supportive.

The changes as they impact Cub Scouts would be
implemented with the full rollout of the work of
the 411 Task Force, scheduled for the 2015-2016
program year.

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National BSA Changes for
Charter Organizations

NATIONAL BSA ANNOUNCES FEE CHANGES
FOR CHARTERED ORGANIZATIONS

The national office of the BSA has announced
changes in the general liability insurance
program for all local Scouting units effective
January 1, 2013.

The fee will be increased to $40 from $20
effective January 1, 2013. This means the new
fee will begin with units that have a December
2012 charter renewal date (a charter period
beginning January 1, 2013). Units are required
to pay the annual unit liability insurance fee of
$40. This fee is submitted with the unit’s charter
renewal application and goes directly to the
national organization.

Unlike many other organizations that provide
programs for youth, Scouting is very fortunate
that we can provide liability insurance for
leaders and our chartered organizations at very
low fees.

It was also announced that what is now known
as the unit charter fee will be called the Unit
Liability Insurance Fee effective January 201 3.
The general liability insurance program will
receive 100 percent of this $40 annual fee. This
fee helps defray expenses of the general liability
insurance program. The general liability
insurance policy provides primary liability
insurance coverage for registered adults and
for all chartered organizations on file with the
BSA. The coverage is for liability arising out of
their operating a traditional Scouting unit. This
policy provides coverage for claims alleging
negligent actions that result in either personal
injury or property damage.

The reasons for the changes are as follows:

° The reserves for open claims have increased
significantly over the last several years.

° The average cost per claim has nearly doubled
in the last five years.

> Claim payments have doubled in the last two
years compared to a five-year average from 2005
to 2009.

A chartered organization is described as an

organization that has applied for and received *
a current Boy Scouts of America charter to
operate a Scouting unit. A chartered organization
as defined within the policy shall include the
chartered organization, its board of directors
and/or trustees, and its officers and employees
in their official and individual capacity. This
definition also includes a specific position:
Chartered Organization Representative.
Chartered organizations do not need a certificate
of insurance. The chartered organization
endorsement is a part of the insurance policy
contract and is enforceable under the policy
contract. Old Republic Insurance Company
provides the first $1 million in coverage.
Additional policies, all providing primary
coverage to the chartered organization, have been
purchased so more than $5 million in primary
coverage is provided. Liability insurance is
purchased to provide financial protection in
the event of accidents or injuries that occurs
during an official Scouting activity. There is
no coverage for those who commit intentional
or criminal acts.

As you can imagine, a number of our coun-
cils in the Northeast are still struggling mightily to
recover from the devastation left behind by Hurri-
cane Sandy. And a Noreaster is bringing even more
weather damage to the region this week with snow-
fall and other hazardous conditions.

Reports are still coming in concerning any
injuries to our people and damage to BSA facilities,
and the National Office stands ready to assist in any
way we can. We ask you to join us in keeping the
councils in this stricken area in your thoughts and
prayers. They have a long road ahead of them to re-
store their homes and property as well as their pro-
grams to support our Scouts.

Many of you have asked how you can help.
For any neighboring councils that have the people
and resources to lend a hand with transportation,
supplies, or other immediate needs, we ask that you
work through Jim Hans, associate regional director/
support for the Northeast Region, to coordinate your
relief assistance. For councils in other parts of the
country, we believe monetary assistance would be
the most valuable resource you could provide at this
time.

The worst damage seems to be in several
council camps where many trees are down and some
have destroyed buildings. Some council offices have
had water damage and several staff members have ex-
perienced damage to their personal property. Many
Scouts and units have probably lost camping gear,
uniforms, trailers and other supplies. If you would

I can still remember the faces of the children and elderly that I met in Vietnam. Exhausted, ill-
clothed, malnourished, and in a deprivation of well-being, these humans were suffering from the
misfortune that almost half of the world today has to face: poverty.

Not only did I witness poverty in Vietnam, but also in makeshift shelters under freeways in South
Sacramento. These people were just a few of many people facing some difficulty in life. I wondered
what I could do to help them, and answered my question by creating a project. A project in hopes
of providing food and clothing for these needy people, and uplifting their spirits in time of trouble:
Project Heart to Heart, aiming to help people, from heart to heart. I started by organizing visits to
the local nursing home to assist the elderly, and later contacted a local organization to serve food to
the homeless. I realized that my project would not be successful with only a few people, and started
recruiting volunteers from Boy Scout Troop 243, Girl Scout Troop 1743, Cub Scout Pack 243, Crew
243, and the public, to fundraise and collect socks for the upcoming winter. By October 2011, we
fundraised and received almost 500 pairs of socks to deliver to the homeless people while serving
them food! Greeting each person by looking them in the eyes, giving them a big warm smile, and
seeing their frown slowly turn into a smile is probably one of the best feelings I have ever felt. They
are people just like us, who have faced a few downfalls in life, and are just waiting to get back up.
Giving them a helping hand in their times of need is the least we can do. Helping them face-to-face
is so much more meaningful to volunteers when we can see how big of a difference we are making
in people’s lives. Not only were the less fortunate affected, but all the volunteers as well. Everyone
was smiling and feeling great inside after helping at the event, showing that community service is not
only good for the community, but good for the soul.

Moreover, as a Scout with a project aiming to make a difference, I am a Messenger of Peace. Alone,
I can do little, but united with all the Scouts that are Messengers of Peace, we can help make a better
world. The Boy Scouts of America launched the Messengers of Peace initiative to encourage more
Scouts to join the powerful force for good. Like a pond’s ripple effect, one person making a differ-
ence will lead to more. We are Messengers of Peace; how about you?

Today, Project Heart to Heart is still as strong as ever, and after seeing the great success, I decided
to continue the project each month, and expand it to cover more people in aid: helping out at nursing
homes, serving the homeless, and donating to orphans and hospitals. I wish to continue to help the
local community, but also to one day reach out to the impoverished and medically unstable children
and people in Vietnam, who inspired me to start this project. By reaching out to others, I hope to
make a difference, and be able to serve as an example for the young people. Even though we can-
not save the world from all its problems, Project Heart to Heart is committed to leading the way in
putting smiles, faith, and hope into the lives of others. As Messengers of Peace, our journey has just
begun.
